Volunteer speakers included Lisa Fisher who
explained how mentoring through BEBP changed
her life — leading to a three year college course
and a qualification as a Counsellor. For others
volunteering has become something that works
when traditional careers take a back seat.
Bruce Tompson took early retirement from Lloyds
Insurance Market in the City and now works as a
business ambassador, acting as a ‘dragon’ in
‘Dragon’s Pen’ and helping with our programme
preparing young people for the workplace through
interview and CV skills workshops.

Guests also heard how work placements are not
just for two weeks in the summer. Through our
scheme young people spend time in
the workplace learning ‘on the job’ to gain
qualifications and sometimes longer term
apprenticeships with local businesses.

The Marketing Manager, Joe Cotting-
ham, gave the teachers a fascinating tour of the
300 acre farm showing them how crops are har-
vested and sorted before being taken to cooling
rooms to be stored before packing.

Teachers then visited the packing plant in
Farningham where cutting edge technology is
used to sort, weigh and bag the produce ready for
sale in Asda and other leading supermarkets.
Watts Farm produce is also used in restaurants
and large hotels in London including The Savoy
and the Hilton!

On Tuesday 28th and Wednesday 29th April,
over 200 Bromley students attended a
conference designed to give them a taste of
health and social care in practice. They listened
to presentations from senior practitioners and
service managers and took part in interactive
workshops covering such diverse topics as
intensive  care, social work, midwifery,
prosthetics and art as therapy.

Another workshop taught students more about
visual impairment.

A student from Orpington College said “It's been
a really great session. Using the special glasses
means we can actually have some idea of what
the visually impaired person can see and how
they have to work around that in daily life.”

The conference also acted as a useful
introduction to the new Diploma in Society, Health
and Development which will be taught in some
Bromley Schools and Colleges from September
2010.
