A group of teachers met at Biggin Hill Airport 
on Thursday 15th October for the launch of the 
new collaboration between the Airport and 
BEBP.  The partnership begins with a series of 
school tours of the Airport, so teachers and 
students can see the wide range of              
organisations and activities at the site. The  
opportunities available include work         
placements, apprenticeships, as well as full 
and part-time employment. Over the next 12 
months, there will be 10 tours for secondary 
schools and   colleges (for groups of 30 stu-
dents), plus five tours for local primary school 
children.

Airport and project leader for the partnership, 
said: “There is a fantastic range of career    
opportunities for local youngsters and it’s    
important to get them involved as soon as  
possible.
